    On our tree tours we will identify many tree 
species common to Indiana as well as their 

unique components. In addition, 
visitors will learn the critical 
roles and benefits trees provide 
for the environment. They will 
also learn many interesting tree 
facts, such as that the dogwood 
tree (shown below) was once 
used to make daggers and its 
powdered bark was an 
ingredient in toothpaste.         
     Blended into the tours is 
historical information about 
Crown Hill and the people 
buried here.
